The DISCO thesaurus may also be used for describing and translating curricula, courses, learning outcomes in general and for the European transparency tools such as Europass CV, Europass Mobility or Europass Certificate Supplement. Furthermore, DISCO supports transnational comparability of competences acquired in educational or work context, thus enhancing the mobility for students and/or workers throughout Europe. It consists of about 97,000 terms and about 33,000 phrases available in Czech, English, French, German, Hungarian, Italian, Lithuanian, Slovak, Spanish and Swedish. 

We would be glad if you could take part in the conference during which the DISCO thesaurus will be presented together with practical application scenarios in the context of current international taxonomy developments. 

The conference will take part on 18th October 2012 at ISFOL premises, Corso d’Italia 33 - Rome (Italy), from 09.30 to 16.00.
