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1. Introduction

The workshops will enable participants to exchange views on the one hand on the ways on how to best optimize the use of the LLP and of the next E4 all programme for EQAVET, in order to increase the number of project proposals received. 
On the other hand, a discussion will take place on the training material which was developed in the framework of the information seminars organised by the EQAVET secretariat in 2012. 
2. The EQAVET priority in the LLP and its future in the E4A, how to attract proposals in this field:
The number of project proposals related to EQAVET has steadily decreased in the last years and we would like to find an explanation and a remedy to this. The discussion would be stirred by the following questions:
· Is the current call well drafted for the priority "quality assurance of VET"? How could the drafting been improved in order to be made more attractive? (see text of the current call related to quality assurance in VET in annex)
· Do you think it addresses issues of interest for stakeholders in quality assurance of VET?

· What could be done in the future E4A?

3. Discussion on the training material issued for the information seminars

The objective of this session would be to aid discussion on how best the ‘Training material’ (which was developed as a result of the ‘Information Seminars’ organised by the Secretariat in 2012 and is based on the work of the two EQAVET working groups (2010-2012)) can be used and maximised by NRPs when working with relevant stakeholders in the national context on the implementation of QA procedures for VET in-line with the EQAVET Reference Framework.

The Secretariat has received positive feedback on this ‘Training material’ which suggests that there is a need to promote this material and make it usable according to the national needs and requirements.
Following questions could be asked and then discussed:

· Have you participated in one of the ‘Information Seminars’ (Athens May 2012; Paris September 2012) organised by the EQAVET Secretariat? 

· (if yes) Were you accompanied by a partner playing a multiplier role within the national context as it was requested by the organisation requirements of the Information Seminars? (please explain)

· (if yes) Have you used the ‘Training material’ provided and used at the ‘Information Seminars’ after your participation? (please explain)

· (if no) after the discussion has taken place at this workshop, do you think that this material is useful? 

· Is there anything that the EQAVET network and the Secretariat can do in order to improve and promote this ‘Training material’?

4. Organisation and themes

Each session of discussion on one of the topics will last 45 minutes.
The participation of the secretariat in the workshop as well as of the Commission and the social partners and other possible stakeholders alongside the countries will enable a complete overview of the various interests at stake.

3.2.5 Improving quality assurance systems in VET

Under this priority, projects should contribute to the exploitation of former Development of Innovation (DOI) projects, other projects having received a Leonardo da Vinci grant or any innovative approach in the field of Quality Assurance in VET, in order to prepare, organise and ensure the transfer of guidelines, tools and products aiming at the implementation and use of the European Quality Assurance Reference Framework (EQAVET). This includes instruments, procedures and methods established for:

· the design of a national approach for improving the quality of VET systems and developing the use of the European quality assurance reference framework;

· the use of self-assessment and peer review in the quality assurance process;

· the development of the use of indicators in annex 2 of the Recommendation establishing a European Quality Assurance Reference Framework.

Applications should address one of the following:

· transfer, use and dissemination of the results of the work of the former ENQAVET project notably the outcomes of the thematic groups and in particular the outcomes of the thematic group on developing guidelines for supporting quality assurance in VET and the outcomes of the group on the indicators;

· transfer, exploitation of the results of the former projects on the implementation of the "Common Quality Assurance Framework (CQAF) through peer review for quality assurance in VET"
;

· transfer and exploitation of innovative and relevant materials produced under Leonardo da Vinci projects in the field of quality assurance in VET;

· update of former pertinent, relevant and innovative projects outcomes related to the implementation of the CQAF in view of the adaptation to the European Quality Assurance Reference Framework.

In all cases, the new project coordinator should be in contact with the current network for Quality assurance in VET and follow its latest works in order to maintain the coherence with actions undertaken at European level.

3.3.2 Improving quality assurance systems in VET

· Under this priority, projects are intended to support the use and development of the European Quality Assurance Reference Framework (EQAVET)
 to further improve and develop the VET systems and promote a culture of quality improvement and innovation at all levels. The projects should support one of the following goals:

· the designing of national approaches aimed at improving quality assurance systems at  national level and making best use of the framework, in particular the design of guidelines and action plans for implementation;

· development of data retrieval for the indicators of annex 2 of the Recommendation on the European Quality Assurance Reference Framework;

· develop sustainable and transferable, operational and concrete instruments based on the European Quality Assurance Reference Framework;

· design concrete guides/guidelines related to the Framework to be used by VET actors, in particular training providers;

· develop and test quality assurance processes in initial and continuing vocational education and training based on the framework.
